We desire to 
combine this vision with the idea of each one 
of us being “missionaries” in our homes, 
neighborhoods, jobs or wherever we are as 
well as working with families and individuals 
in order to equip and prepare them to be 
ready to establish new congregations in 
other towns, cities, and states preaching the gospel of Our Lord 
and Savior, Jesus, Christ.
