Trusting in the Lord - Wangsa Maju Experience, 24-27" April 2008

~_ I got a glimpse of what trusting in the Lord is
all about. Though strictly speaking, we do
not believe in our faith blindly, having come
to know God, it does seem like “blind faith” in
God is what I need, sometimes.

It starts from receiving the trip notification
from elder Beng Chuan. For one thing, due to
work commitment, this is not exactly the best
time for me to be out of Singapore. For
another, I didn't have any experience in going
for such trips and I didn't know what to
expect. Uncertainty and apprehension did

cross my mind, but only fleetingly. In a way,
I knew the choice was mine to make and so I
suppressed the opposing thoughts, and said
“Yes” to elder Beng Chuan almost
immediately. I told myself if there was any
problem that can be sorted out later.
Anyway, add to the fact that I didn't know
who else was going, and so I have no choice
but to trust that God will provide for my
needs.

And God delivers! Keisha became the first
person I will know from the Caribbean and
was to become my roommate for the 3 nights
we were there. Getting to know her was just a delight and the many conversations we
had certainly edified me. I was also touched by the energy, sincerity and love for God
in the group members that went.

But going back to “blind faith”, it was to be when we were given the Let’s Start Talking
book. It was supposed to be a one-to-one teaching of English using Bible stories.
Suddenly, (though I had given tuition before), I didn't know if I could handle this task
ahead, or whether I could answer their questions on the Christian faith, should they
surface. In fact, Kenneth and I had planned to coach two students together, but
circumstance would have it that this was not to be so. As such, again I have no choice
but to do my best and leave the outcome to God.

And yes, it was to be a session that not only went well, I did enjoy the process myself...!
It’s hard to describe, but somehow, it was also “humbling” for me in the sense that God
continues to demonstrate how great He is and that He desires for us only to do His will,
not to worry about the outcome.

On the second day of the trip, I had already
“declared” that I was very glad I came for the
trip. The friendships I made in the trip, the
love I saw extended to one another, the songs
we sang together.. all these affirmed in
Christian Experience 101 that God cares for our
well-being, and He is sufficient for our needs.
Yes... He is an awesome God we serve and I'm
grateful and privileged to be on this trip.
